Dear Ms. Jones:

This letter will serve to inform your office of the procedures that have been utilized and will be utilized in
response to damage resulting from the 41 Street steam pipe explosion that occurred on July 18, 2007. PAL
Environmental Safety Corp. is a fully licensed asbestos abatement contractor (NY State License No. 99-
0690). The clean-up will be accomplished by the procedures outlined below:

A combination of mobile and remote decontamination units are being used for the proper decontamination
of personnel, equipment and waste. NYC DEP and NY State DOL Certified asbestos handlers, utilizing
proper personal protective equipment (PPE) have been performing the clean-up activities and will continue
to do so, at all times going forward. Proper PPE for this project is as follows:
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Disposable coverall suits with hoods

Half-face air purifying respirators (APR) fitted with P100 filter cartridges
Nitrile gloves

Safety goggles

Work boots

Rubber boot covers

Hard hats

Completed Clean-Up Activities

Disposal

All exterior windows and ledges of the 26 story building were cleaned by power washing.

The surfaces of all set-back roof levels have been cleaned by power washing during the facade
cleaning to remove any residual dust and/or debris present or caused by run off from the cleaning
activities.

Impacted mechanical rooms throughout the building were cleaned by HEPA vacuuming and wet-
wiping.

Affected air intakes have been cleaned by HEPA vacuuming and wet wiping.

Interior clean up activities were performed in various locations on the 18" Floor. Residual dust
and debris present were removed by HEPA vacuuming and wet wiping.

Bulk debris and used cleaning materials were disposed of as assumed asbestos containing waste. Assumed
asbestos containing waste was double-bagged and clearly labeled. Bags were processed through a
decontamination unit to remove any residual dust and/or debris that may have been present.
